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PEACE IN PRACTICE

"Peace Practices" refers to the ABC

project in which Brandon
WilliamsCraig's Martial Nonviolence

(tm) method is brought into schools and
organizations through his original
curriculum, which teaches aikido and
language together, combining martial
and theater improvisation techniques to
build non-violent facilitation skills.

This project directly addresses conflicts arising in professional and learning communities,
practicing rather than simply recommending the ethical use of power. We frame conflict
as an art form and ongoing practice, cultivating good conflict habits and redirecting
attempts to dominate. In this way we address bullying as well as race, gender, class, and
role-related friction. For teens and young adults we also work to understand the dynamics
of more intimate violence, like the increase in sexual assaults reported on university
campuses.

Thanks to new international funding, we are pleased to
announce our partnership with Pacific Rim International School
(PRINTS). At both PRINTS campuses, in Emeryville and San
Mateo, we have begun to teach all children (3-17 years of
age) "conflict done well," as well as welcoming faculty, staff,
parents, and alumni so that the whole community may practice
peace together. Brandon Sensei has written the curriculum and
we have positioned ourselves to offer training opportunities
nationally and then internationally through the network
of Montessori schools, but we have also added to our waiting list
several requests from public and charter schools, pending the growth of our teaching
staff and fundraising success. Please consider donating and asking your networks to do
the same using the "Donate" link below.
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Over the next few years, the Peace Practices project will also conduct a qualitative and
then quantitative study. We will utilize the data collected to showcase and then
demonstrate conclusively the potential of aikido and radically inclusive language to not
only impart successful conflict strategies for use in daily life but also to cross cultural
boundaries and create a shared peace-making context at an international level.

Imagine if the world came to know how to do conflict
well and simply expect this as a bottom line? This was
the explicit instruction of many of the most

widely followed teachers of the 20th century,
including Morihei Ueshiba (the founder of aikido)

and Maria Montessori, and couldn't be more

clearly the imperative task of our era. What if Peace
Practices were a part of every person's education?
